
THINGS YOU CAN DO ABOUT 
GENDER IDEOLOGY CURRICULUM

0 1
Review the school policy regarding your rights to
review sex education curriculum. You have the right
to review the curriculum before it is presented to your
child, and teachers must adhere to the school policy
regarding how curriculum content is presented.

0 2
Ask the school what curriculum content you are able
to opt out of. You can review and opt out of some
curriculum. Ask the district about their curriculum
committee and join. You will be able to review
content and participate in picking which curriculum
the school adopts.

0 3
Have age-appropriate discussions with your children about your families’ values
and what you would like your child to do at school in various situations (i.e.: what
to do if they feel unsafe, uncomfortable, embarrassed, or violated and what to do
to prevent being in undesirable situations.)

0 4
If a child is penalized for not participating in a gender discussion, what is the
child’s options if they do not feel comfortable participating? The school is not
taking into consideration if a child is uncomfortable with Gender/sex discussions,
parents need to voice their concerns about this.
